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Council Purpose:  The Publications Development Council (PDC) (a) coordinates the development of a high quality publications program that meets member needs, (b) advances the field of career development, and (c) increases the number of publications generating income for NCDA activities.  This council consists of 4-5 members selected through an application process.   

Recent Committee Activities 

1. PDC has recommended the resale of products produced by other publishers and in the Career Resource Store be discontinued and the remaining inventory will be sold at a reduced rate.
2. A Counselor’s Guide to Career Assessments (6th edition) was completed and is currently being sold through the Career Resource Store.
3. Career Development for Transitioning Veterans (Stein-McCormick, Osborn, Hayden, Van Hoose with military consultants McCormick and LaDrew) was completed in February 2013 and is now available for purchase on the NCDA website.
4. Employer Relations and Recruitment Services Monograph (Hoover, Lenz, and Garis) has been reviewed by PDC members Julia Makela, Bob Reardon, and Don Schutt and is now with the copy editor.  This publication is currently at the printers.
5. To date, 53 reviews of NCDA publications have been published in the NACADA Journal, NACE Journal, CareerWatch (ACPA), Australian Journal of Career Development, Career Convergence, and other publications; 10 other reviews have been requested or submitted; and 3 author interviews have been published.
Projected Plan through September 30, 2013
1. Don Schutt, Jr., will continue at the new PDC chairperson.
2. Career Counseling Casebook (Niles, Goodman, & Pope) Second Edition; this 2002 book (first edition) was available as CD only and the second edition will be published as a book and CD; this publication has been copy edited and is awaiting final approval from the editors. Anticipated completion date is Fall/Winter 2013; Powell is the liaison.
3. Employer Relations: An Essential Part of Postsecondary Career Services (Hoover, Lenz, & Garis); this monograph proposal was accepted by PDC and is currently at the printer. Schutt and Reardon are liaisons.
4. Critical Incidents in Supervision of Career Counselors (Goodman & Hoppin) is currently in development. Anticipated date of delivery to PDC is October 2013.
5. A second edition of Group Career Counseling (Pyle) is currently in the initial development stages. Dick Pyle and Seth Hayden are updating and including new materials in this monograph. Anticipated completion date is Fall/Winter 2014/15.
6. NCDA received the National Career Development Guidelines from the U.S. Department of Education in early 2012, and after they are reviewed and updated with additional materials, it is anticipated that this project will be given to PDC for further work.
