Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) Status

House:
Reauthorization in the House is split between several different bills. 

-H.R. 3989 Student Access Act- On February 2nd , Representative John Kline (R-MN), chairman of the House Education and the Workforce Committee, introduced a the bill that is viewed as the major reauthorization of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act. 

· Page 129, line 4- “(a) TRANSITION SERVICES.—Each State agency shall reserve not less than 15 percent and not more than 30 percent of the amount such agency receives under this chapter for any fiscal year to support… (C) essential support services to ensure the success of the youth, such as—(i) personal, career and technical, and academic counseling; (ii) placement services designed to place the youth in a university, college, or junior college program; (iii) information concerning, and assistance in obtaining, available student financial aid; (iv) counseling services; and (v) job placement services.”

· Page 135, line 23- “Funds provided to local educational agencies under this chapter may be used, as appropriate, for… (4) special programs to meet the unique academic needs of participating children and youth, including career and technical education, special education, career counseling, curriculum-based youth entrepreneurship education…”

· Page 161, line 8- “An eligible entity receiving funds under section 1193(d)(1) shall use the funds to pay for activities that provide enhanced instructional opportunities for immigrant children and youth, which may include…(C) provision of tutorials, mentoring, and academic or career counseling for immigrant children and youth;”

· Page 268, line 22- ‘‘(30) NATIVE AMERICAN AND NATIVE AMERICAN LANGUAGE.—The terms ‘Native American’ and ‘Native American language’ have the same meaning given those terms in section 103 of the Native American Languages Act of 1990. (31) OTHER STAFF.—The term ‘other staff’ means specialized instructional support personnel, librarians, career guidance and counseling personnel, education aides, and other instructional and administrative personnel.” 

-H.R. 3990 Encouraging Innovation and Effective Teachers Act- On February 9th, Representative John Kline (R-MN), chairman of the House Education and the Workforce Committee, introduced a bill aimed to reform certain aspects of Elementary and Secondary Education Act. 

· Page 133, line 6- ‘‘(h) COUNSELING AND REFERRAL SERVICES.—The Secretary may provide counseling and referral services to members of the Armed Forces who meet the criteria described in subsection (c)…” 

· Page 154, line 15- ‘‘(B) Educational services for which the child or youth meets the eligibility criteria, such as services provided under title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.) or similar State or local programs, educational programs for children with disabilities, and educational programs for English learners. (C) Programs in career and technical education.”

-H.R. 2218 Empowering Parents through Quality Charter Schools Act - On June 16th, Representative Duncan Hunter (R-CA) introduced another bill in a series of bills to reauthorize the Elementary and Secondary Education Act. The Act, which the Committee passed with bipartisan support, provides for greater opportunities to develop and expand charter schools across the country. 
-H.R. 2445 State and Local Flexibility Act- On July 7th, Representative John Kline (R-MN), chairman of the House Education and the Workforce Committee, introduced the third in a series of bills regarding reauthorization of ESEA. This legislation would allow schools to use Title I funds intended for underprivileged students to be used for other activities and programs. The bill passed Committee markup along party lines on July 13th.

Senate: 
The Committee held a hearing on ESEA, but Chairman Tom Harkin (D-IA) has said that he will not introduce an ESEA reauthorization bill until the House introduces a single bill as well. 

S. ______, ESEA reauthorization- On October 20th, 2011, the Senate HELP committee marked up a committee draft of a proposed ESEA reauthorization. The bill passed the committee, but was not introduced to the Senate. 

· Page 193, line 4- “Required use of funds in eligible Secondary Schools…c‘‘(iv) college campus visits, and and career counseling; and‘(v) developing an individual graduation plan for each student that defines each student’s career and postsecondary education goals, and provides the individualized evidence-based interventions necessary to meet the goals;”

· Page 195, line 8- “Allowable use of Funds…increase student supports through activities such as student advisors, school counseling opportunities and one-to-one mentoring;”

· Page 335, line 19– “Activities by agencies experiencing substantial increases in immigrant children and youth…the provision of tutorials, mentoring, and academic or career counseling for immigrant children and youth.”

· Page 521 line 8- ‘‘(E) Supporting students and family members as the students transition from early learning programs into elementary school, from elementary school to middle school, from middle school to high school, from high school into andthrough college and into the workforce, including through specialized resources to address 3 challenges that students may face as they transition, such as the following:

(i) Early college high schools.

(ii) Dual enrollment programs.

(iii) Career academies.

(iv) Counseling and support services.”

· Page 787, line 21- “Specialized instructional support personnel ‘‘(A) SPECIALIZED INSTRUCTIONAL SUPPORT PERSONNEL.—The term ‘specialized instructional support personnel’ means school counselors, school social workers, school psychologists, and other qualified professional personnel involved in providing assessment, diagnosis, counseling, educational, therapeutic, and 22 other necessary services”
